The Heathfield and Area Youth Council Constitution
As a youth council, we let young people have their voices heard. There are young people from all sorts of different places.  Young people have rights, which are often forgotten, and we inform and remind people that these rights are necessary.  We want to make sure that you get to hear about the good things and achievements that young people do.  We are going to put across the message that young people are motivated and focussed.
We, as a Youth Council, want to help and improve facilities and continue our work.

Membership

At each meeting there is to be a minimum of four members so that a viable amount of work can be achieved.
At the end of each academic year we will draft year sixes to have a taster session with the Youth Council.  This will enable them to become interested while also getting a taste for what is involved.
It is our intention to increase interest in the lower school years
Members will provide notice of departure from the team to allow adequate change over time.
Website
Our website is now live, and we intend to keep it updated and relevant.  It is our intention to create a list of the clubs and activities available to young people, and keep it regularly updated.  The agony aunt/uncle section is an area that must be checked and updated on a regular basis.
Structure 
The Council will be headed by the Chair, making the decisions on a meeting by meeting business.  The Chair will be supported by a Vice-Chair who is available to chair meetings in the Chairs absence, and a secretary who will take minutes on each meeting.   
The rest of the team will be split into groups to work on different things, specifically jobs related to the running of the website and jobs that are not related to the website.
There will be a meeting run every week.

Election

The head council places will be decided via election once a year, using a first past the post system.  Members can volunteer themselves for any roles, with consideration that senior members will need to be suitably experienced.
Events
We provide activities for young people, in the form of fundraisers.  We also do integration events, where we reach out to different parts of our community to bring them together.  We shall also run charity events and fundraisers.
Closing Down
If for some reason the club was to close down, all funds would be given to local charities.  We may also invest in a commemorative object to recognise and remember our work.
